	Action Desired:
	Applicant in the R-8 zone seeks Minor Subdivision / Lot Line Adjustment and Bulk Variance Approval, for Block 801, Lots 5, 6 & 7. The Property is currently improved with an existing two and a half (2.5) story single-family home and a detached garage.  The single-family home is located entirely on existing Lot 6; however, the detached garage encroaches onto existing Lot 5.  Applicant also seeks a lot line adjustment as the detached garage will be located solely on Proposed Lot 6, along with the single-family home.  Thus, the Applicant seeks Minor Subdivision Approval for the purpose of creating three individual lots at Block 801 Lots 5, 6, & 7 for the purpose of improving proposed Lots 5 & 7 with residential dwellings. A bulk variance is sought related to proposed Lot 5 only, for relief from Chapter §128-20(f) to permit a lot frontage of 65 feet when 75 feet of lot frontage is required. In addition, the Applicant is requesting a variance for relief from Chapter §128-19. A to permit the two proposed detached garages on proposed lot 5 and existing lot 7 to have a maximum area of 528 square feet, when a maximum area of 500 square feet is required.  At the same time, the Applicant will also be requesting that the Planning Board grant any and all other submission and/or design waivers, variances, exceptions, interpretations and/or other relief that may be deemed necessary to permit the development and use of the Property as proposed by the Applicant.    


The Applicant’s attorney submitted a letter requesting a continuation of the aforementioned application.  Chairman Brandt asked for a motion which Mr. Threston motioned to grant the continuance of the Planning Board Application “SD-V-04-2021 JRB Property Group, LLC” at Block 801 Lots 5, 6, & 7 also known as 409 - 413 Lippincott Avenue to be placed on the September 28, 2021 Planning Board meeting agenda with the requirement of the applicant to serve or republish Public Notice for the same and to have all supplemental application material in to the Board Secretary no later September 14, 2021.  Mayor Cairns Wells seconded his motion. All members voted in the affirmative. Mr. Petrone will inform that Applicant’s attorney of the requirement to service notice and of the deadline.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
· Council Matters of Importance to the Board –Councilman Wilburn provided updates from the Borough Council meeting. The Borough is in receipt of approximately 140k from the American Rescue Plan. The balance of exact amount in due Summer 2022. This money can be utilized to make up for lost revenue or expenses as a result of the financial impact of COVID-19; financial aid and sewer and broadband infrastructure. It cannot be utilized for real estate, nor can it be used for purchases not related to the COVID-19 pandemic, or infrastructure. Some of the ideas Council has already discussed is sewer plant improvements, HVAC upgrades for improved ventilation at the Borough Offices, Public health initiatives, business grants for local businesses, Stormwater improvements, audio-visual upgrades for virtual meeting attendance, broadband upgrades for residents, amongst others. The Public is encouraged to share their ideas on spending with the Governing Body. All spending must be authorized and documented by resolution.
· Minor Site Plan- Mr. Clifford reported there is one pending, he is working on it with Mr. Petrone.
· Environmental Commission- Mr. Threston missed the meeting therefore Mr. Wilburn reported that the Commission is working on an informational session with Shade Tree Board Mr. Emens on an educational session concerning Spotted Lantern Flies. Other initiatives include Rain Garden clean up and increasing the amount of native species plantings the Borough is responsible for planting.  
PUBLIC COMMENT – The Floor was opened for Public Comment however no one from the Public spoke therefore closing the Public portion.
